How was CK Cleantech 10™ determined?

TheCleantech 10™ist was created by Rafael Coven, Managing Direatat Index Manager of The Cleantech Index
(CTIUS; cleantechindex.com), which underlies seMeidex-based funds such as the PowerShares Cttalie-
(NYSE:PZD), and is the first and only index to cogkeantech companies across a broad array oftinelsis

We sought out technology-driven growth companies tflave big impacts on resource efficiency andethéronment—
not simply those re-branding themselves as ‘gre®set of 18 screening criteria were applied toT&X companies that
Cleantech Group LLC use for their broad Cleanteckex. While the TSX has a large number of Cleanstotks, they
tend to be younger and smaller, so the screenitagiarwas applied with some leniency to allow #orounded out top-
ten list.
